INTRODUCTION

The Aboriginal and Islander Commission’s Five Year Plan, the 1% National
Ecumenical Women’s Gathering (Women’s Business Conference) 1995, and the
AIC’s 1998 Gathering of Indigenous Women in the Church, all identified a need for
stronger networks between Indigenous women and women'’s groups in the church.
Such networks were identified as important for the purposes of resource sharing,
support and combining strengths in the pursuit of common goals.

We are aiming to build a network of church-based Aboriginal & Torres Strait Islander
women throughout Australia. This network will be a living, growing network of
women'’s groups and projects, enabling women to share knowledge, experiences and
support. Women and their communities will be linked across denominations and
distances. The network is open to all Indigenous Christian women throughout
Australia.

With this in mind, this resource kit has been created to support women in their work
by presenting information on the important aspects of running projects and raising
money for your group. This resource kit will be an ongoing resource as we aim to
support women in the different work they are doing.
